Concerning Epï¡g ¤d ¤W for the second night of RH, the "mainstream" opinion is
that it is preferable to have a new fruit or garment in mind when saying
Epï¡g ¤d ¤W at Kiddush (or candle lighting), since there is a question as to
whether the second night requires Epï¡g ¤d ¤W or not. But, even without a new
fruit or garment, Epï¡g ¤d ¤W is said. The opinion of the GR"A is that the second
night gets a Epï¡g ¤d ¤W without a need for something else to have in mind.
