Minhag Yerushalayim (based on the opinions of the Vilna Gaon) is to say a
special Psalm of the Day for Yom Tov, which pre-empts the regular Psalm
of the Day of the week. It just so happens, that the Shir for Rosh HaShana
is the same chapter as that for regular Thursday. Therefore, this year,
those who follow Minhag Yerushalayim (MY) will be saying T'hilim 81 three
days in a row!
